CONDITIONS FOR RECEIPT OF A MUSICAL INSTRUMENT:

All children placed in the Ingham County area, regardless of the location of court jurisdiction, are eligible to receive an instrument if available.  The instrument will remain with the foster child so long as he/she continues to use it, even after aging out of care.  If the child no longer uses the instrument, it should be returned to Caring About Kids, so that it can be given to another foster child.  A child does not need to be in band or taking lessons in order to receive an instrument but must agree to use the instrument while in his/her possession.
